Iryna Norets was born in Kyiv on 28 April 1960. In 1982 she graduated
from Kyiv Arts-Industry College, the Faculty of Industrial Design (nowadays
it is Kyiv State Institute of Decorative Applied Arts and Design named after
M. Boychuck). Her teachers were |. Volkotrub and V. Golovko.

I. O. Norets has been fond of ceramics since her childhood. Iryna
Olexandrivna considers it her good fortune to have a chance in her youth
to meet famous artists such as Valeriy and Valentyna Protoryevs and
Grygoriy Denysenko.

Since 1986 the artist has worked in an artistic union The Potters and
was one of its founders. I. O. Norets has taken part in many all-Ukrainian
exhibitions particularly in Folklore (Kyiv, 1989), Ukrainian Avant-garde (Kyiv,
1989), The Light of Clay Magic and The Songs about Love (Kyiv, 2008),
international exhibitions in Leipzig (Germany, 1995) and Flanders Expo
(Belgium, 2000), and also in all-Ukrainian artistic fair (Kyiv, 1995).

Iryna Olexandrivna also took part in Il National Symposium of Pottery
Opishnae-2001 where she got a diploma for the best zoomorphic sculp-
ture; she has made ceramic works for Kyiv Academic Puppet-Show.
In 2005 I. O. Norets took part in the Symposium of ceramics The United
Ukraine in Slovyansk of Donetsk region.

There were a lot of articles about the ceramist’s work in many period-
icals particularly in such magazines as Office, Afisha, and Ukrainian Cera-
mics Magazine. In 1991 she stared in M. Gorodetskyi's film Bereginya
devoted to folk artists of Ukraine.

I. O. Norets's motto is the following: “To create from inner sight.”
I. O. Norets’ sign of talent and creative individuality is her ability to combine
in one work different styles and methods such as avant-garde, ceramic
sculpture, retro etc.

The artist’s works are stored in the Museum of Decorative and Applied
Arts (Kyiv) and in other museums of Ukraine, and also in private collections
abroad, particularly in Holland, Germany, the USA.
