Lyudmyla Turzhanska was born in Riga (Latvia) on 6 April 1949.

In 1968 she graduated from the Department of Ceramics of Odessa
State Art College named after M. B. Grekov (her teachers were D. M. Fru-
mina, O. |. Nyrkovska) and from Art-Graphic Department of Odessa State
Pedagogical Institute named after K. D. Ushynskyi in 1982 (her teachers
were O. |. Pysmenchenko, V. Yefimenko).

L. V. Turzhanska's creative works are various: ceramics, graphics and
painting. But during many years the special place is occupied by cera-
mics such as wall plastic panels, decorative dishes, vessels, sculpture
compositions. In her works the artist uses different technical and decora-
tive methods in particular leather and wood. The images made by the
artist are vivid and bright. A deep layer of feelings and emotions opening
and transforming the reality can find its embodiment in bright and unique
images of ceramics.

For more than 30 years the artist has been managing her extensive
exhibition activity.
