After obtaining his education Stepan Mykhailovych stayed to work at the
Department of Art Ceramics of his native College and since 2003 he has
worked as the Head of the Department.

He is a lecturer of composition and work in material; also he administers
qualification projects of students.

The artist's sphere of interests is various and consists of decorative and exhi-
bition ceramics, using ceramics for architectural and landscape surroundings.

The artist has been a participant of many exhibitions in Ukraine and abroad.

He is also a participant and a prize winner of the Il All-Ukrainian (1999) and
| National (2000) Symposiums of Ceramics in Opishnae village, and of the
National Competition of Ceramics (Opishnae, 2001).
