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Yulia Novack was born in Kyiv on 3 April
1978. In 1999 she graduated from the
Institute of M. Boychuck with speciality of
artistic ceramics. In 2005 she became a
holder of the honors diploma graduating
from the National Academy of Imitative Arts
and Architecture with speciality of Imitative
and Decorative-Applied Arts (the instructor
of the workshop was Prof. V. A. Chepelyck).
She obtained the qualification of an artist-
sculptor, a researcher and a teacher. That
year she also embraced a position of the
senior teacher of the Institute of Adver-
tisement at Ethno Design Department under
the supervision of Prof. E. A. Antonowych.

The artist creates in the field of sculp-
ture, pictorial art, graphic art, and ceramics
particularly in genres of composition, scenery and psychological
portrait.

Since 1997 she is a participant of 20 all-Ukrainian exhibi-
tions particularly of one devoted to the 60th anniversary of
NUAU (The Aries, chamotte, 1998), Triennial of Sculpture
(I. Makogon, chamotte, 2002), Women of Ukraine as Artists
(The Spring Elegy, chamotte, The Museum of Literature,
2007). In April 2006 she accomplished her private exhibition
of sculpture, pictorial and graphic art in the premises of the
Institute of Advertisement and in 2008 in the Golden Hall of
Ukrainian Fund of Culture.

Yulia Novack is an author of the monument to Anna Akhma-
tova which was opened in October 2006 in Kozhumyatska Street
(Kyiv, Podil) and also she is a member of the authors collective of
creators of the monument The Word about Igor's Regiment
(Lugansk, 2003, height — 11 m).
